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Adding in Turnarounds

A turnaround is a specific type of musical phrase or chord progression that is typically used to
transition from one section of a song to another, usually at the end of a verse or chorus. The purpose
of a turnaround is to create a sense of resolution or closure within the music, while also setting up the
listener for the next section of the song.

Just like there are many different kinds of walk ups and walk downs, there are many kinds of
turnarounds. Today we will go over an easy pattern you can use in a variety of different styles of gospel
songs. This one will add onto the F/G chord we have been using a lot to end our choruses and verses.
