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Let’s look at another left hand patterns for slower songs.

Slow Left-Hand Patterns Continued

5. Bass Octave Pattern: The left hand plays the root note of the chord, followed by the fifth of the
chord, and then repeats the root in a higher octave using the thumb. Finally, it plays the fifth again
before starting the pattern over. This creates a slow and sustained background for your chords or

melody.
